Holidays for Dogs

Though dogs love turkey, ham, and beef, it doesn’t necessarily love them.  If you must feed your dog people food, do it in small amounts.  Don’t leave the main entrée unattended while socializing with your guests and family.  It is amazing how agile a dog can be when there is a turkey carcass on the table and chairs around the table.  Chocolate and poinsettias are toxic for pets; they won’t necessarily kill your pet, but they will make him sick.  

A Christmas tree is still a tree; make sure that your dog cannot get close enough to “mark” the tree.  Dogs love to chew – electrical cords, ornaments, candy canes, tinsel; make it hard for them.  

It’s cold!  Either bring your dog into the house or make sure his outdoor shelter is elevated, insulated, wind- and water-tight.  The shelter should not be so large that your dog cannot preserve his body heat.  Especially check the bedding in the shelter; keep it clean and dry.

Feed your outdoor dog more and your indoor dog less.
