Children can be hurt in these situations and no parent wants to be responsible for this happening.  This is why children under 8 are not allowed in the dog park.

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Fairfax County Park Authority Rules for OLDAs

1. The off-leash dog area is for dogs, their handlers and those accompanying them. No other use is allowed. 
2. All dogs must be legally licensed and vaccinated, and shall wear a visible dog license. 

3. Dogs under 4 months of age and female dogs in heat are prohibited. 

4. Dogs must be on leash when entering and exiting the off-leash dog area. 

5. Dogs must be under the control of their handler and in view of their handler at all times. 

6. Spiked collars are prohibited. 

7. Children 8 years and under are not allowed in the off-leash dog area; children ages 9 - 15 years must be accompanied by an adult. 

8. Handlers must be 16 years of age or older. 

9. Handlers must have possession of the dog leash at all times. 

10. Handler is limited to a maximum of two dogs. 

11. Handlers must "scoop the poop" and fill any holes dug by dogs under their control. 

12. Food and drinks in glass containers are prohibited; training treats are allowed. 

13. Dogs must be removed from the off-leash dog area at the first sign of aggression. 

14. No animals other than dogs shall be permitted in the area. 

15. Handlers are responsible for any injuries caused by the dog(s) under their control. 

Users of the facility do so at their own risk. Neither Fairfax County nor the Fairfax County Park Authority shall be liable for any injury or damage caused by any dog in the off-leash area.
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Your responsibilities
as a Dog Owner

1. Have your dog registered in Fairfax County.  Complete the Dog License Form (found in the kiosk) and submit with $5 for each spayed or neutered dog and $10 for a fertile dog.

2. Clean up after your dog.

3. Keep your dog on a leash at all time, except when in the OLDA.

Park Monitors
Once the dog park was built, the maintenance of the park became the responsibility of the Fairfax County Park Authority and the overseeing of the operation of the dog park became the responsibility of the Mount Vernon Area DOG.  

Mount Vernon Area DOG fulfills its responsibilities through members who volunteer to become park monitors.  
Park monitors have a genuine interest in ensuring that the dog park is a safe place for dogs, their owners, and other visitors to the dog park.  
Park monitors hand out literature such as this flyer and acquaint individuals with the rules of the dog park.  
Park monitors can’t order anyone to do anything and therefore rely upon persuasion to change behavior.  
Park monitors can report aggressive dogs or unruly owners and visitors.
